Forms.gov Replaces FedForms.gov as Easy Way to Locate Forms

Consistent with the E-Government vision to reduce redundant websites and provide cheaper, faster, and more efficient services to the public, FedForms.gov, the predecessor to Forms.gov, has been migrated into the Forms.gov website. FirstGov.gov will point all forms customers to Forms.gov and Fedforms.gov will be decommissioned on February 28, 2005. 

Forms.gov is part of the Business Gateway E-Government initiative website, Business.gov, and has been redesigned to better help citizens reach the government forms they need in order to do business with the Federal government.  Forms.gov also provides a place for Federal employees to find standard forms and internal agency forms.   

Here are some highlights of the Forms.gov redesign:


E-Forms Catalog offers 4,303 entries for public access, an increase of 50 percent from a year ago.


39 agencies' forms, including all cabinet and executive agencies, populate the E-Forms Catalog; 10 more agencies’ forms are in the process of being included. 


The redesign provides faster and more robust performance.  It enables over 500 concurrent users without system degradation-- 250 more users than before the redesign.

Forms.gov is also featured in the redesign of RegInfo.gov, OIRA and GSA’s website to help the public locate Federal regulatory information.  Future enhancements of OIRA’s information system will enable population of fields in the E-Forms catalog during the Paperwork Reduction Act (PRA) Information Collection approval process.
