Dennis R. Dorsey

On September 16, 2002, President George W. Bush appointed Dennis R. Dorsey as Senior Advisor, Southeast Region of the United States General Services Administration (GSA).  The oath of office was administered by Edwin E. Fielder, Jr., Regional Administrator, SE Region of GSA, to whom Dorsey reports.  Congress created GSA in 1949 to streamline government purchasing and property management.  The agency, headed by Administrator Stephen A. Perry, supplies federal employees with workspace, security, furniture, equipment, supplies, tools, computers, and services.  The SE Region of GSA covers eight states: FL, GA, AL, MS, TN, KY, SC, and NC.  GSA’s SE Region has a workforce of 1,146 associates, an annual budget of over $550 million, and a real estate portfolio that includes 162 government owned buildings and leased space in 1,139 commercial buildings.

Dorsey is married to the former Carol Fountain with two children, Daniel and Lauren.  They are members of First Presbyterian Church.  He served on the board of directors and is past president of the Boys and Girls Clubs of Central Georgia and was President of the Boys and Girls Club Foundation.  He was the Treasurer and the Vice-Chairman of the Board of Directors of Goodwill Industries.  Dorsey was the Chairman of the Ocmulgee District Committee of the Central Georgia Council of the Boys Scouts of America and served as a member of the Board of Visitors for Wesleyan College.  He is a 1988 graduate of Leadership Macon and a past Board of Directors member.  Dorsey has served on the Board of Directors for the Greater Macon Chamber of Commerce, the Hay House, United Way of Central Georgia, VineIngle Little League, and is the former Secretary of the Rotary Club of Macon.

Dorsey is former President and CEO of DPS Enterprises, Inc., and former Franchise Owner of Norrell Services.  He acquired the Norrell franchise at the age of 24, the youngest person ever to purchase a Norrell franchise.  Dorsey was named “Small Business Owner of the Year” by the Greater Macon Chamber of Commerce in 1989.  Norrell Services, Inc chose Dorsey as their “International Franchise of the Year” also in 1989.  The U. S. Small Business Administration named Dorsey the “Young Entrepreneur of the Year for Georgia” in 1990.  He has also served on Norrell Services’ International Franchise Advisory Council.  Macon’s Chapter of International Association of Administrative Professionals named Dorsey Executive of the Year for 1996-1997 and 1997-1998.  In October of 1997, Georgia Trend Magazine named Dorsey to their “40 Under 40” leaders for the State of Georgia.  Volunteer Macon’s Council of Community Services awarded Dorsey the Jim Hicks Memorial Award for 1997.

In November of 1996, Dorsey was elected as a Bibb County Commissioner for District 3.  He was appointed Chairman of the Finance, Budget, and Risk Management Committees.  In 2000, Dorsey was the Republican nominee for Chairman of the Bibb County Board of Commissioners.
