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Marty Wagner is the Associate Administrator for Governmentwide Policy at the United States General Services Administration (GSA).  He oversees the policy development and implementation for the federal government’s internal operations. This covers the acquisition, management and disposal of products and services, internal management processes such as travel, the use of information technology and electronic commerce.  He has served in this capacity since 1995.





He plays a key role in implementing electronic government, the more effective use of commercial contracts, the use of commercial approaches within governmental systems and the use of performance measurement.  He has been instrumental in the fielding of FirstGov, the government’s Internet portal and Fedbizopps, the gateway for all Federal procurements.  He also initiated efforts to replace the government bill of lading with commercial bills of lading, standardize the use of XML, and initiated governmentwide contracts for smart cards and electronic signatures.
