Dennis R. Smith was appointed as the General Services Administration’s New England Regional Administrator in September of 2001.  

Mr. Smith served Massachusetts Governors Weld, Cellucci and Swift from 1993 – 2001 as Massachusetts Superintendent of the Bureau of State Buildings, where he was responsible for the management and operations of the State House, State House events and other state buildings in Boston, Springfield and Pittsfield.

From 1989 to 1993, in the administration of President George H. W. Bush, he was director of the New England office for the U.S. Department of Education, serving as Regional Representative for Education Secretary Lamar Alexander.

Mr. Smith was twice elected as a Selectman in Middleboro, Massachusetts, serving from 1986 to 1992.  Prior to serving as Selectman he had been elected as a member of the Planning Board. In the Middleboro Public Schools he was a mathematics teacher, department head, had headed the Middleboro Education Association, and from 1968 to 1997 had been active in community organizations and his church.
In 1978 Smith was appointed by President Jimmy Carter and confirmed by the U.S. Senate as a member of the United States Metric Board; he was re-appointed in 1980.  The Metric Board was created during President Gerald Ford’s term to facilitate metric conversion in the United States.  Former Senators Edward Brooke and Claiborn Pell were instrumental in Smith’s appointment.
Smith earned a Bachelor’s Degree from the University of Massachusetts – Lowell and a Master’s Degree from Suffolk University in Boston.  He and his wife June now live in Plymouth.  Mr. Smith is the father of three adult children.  He and June are expecting to be first-time grandparents of twins in the fall.  He enjoys flying, gardening, music, genealogy and travel.
His interest in genealogy and travel have brought him to Campbellton, New Brunswick and Halifax, Nova Scotia where his grandparents were born and he has relatives.
